Early Voting for U.S. Senate Runoff Still Open 
You can still vote early on December 1st and 2nd for the 
U.S. Senate Runoff. 

Early voting is available at the Baldwin County 
Government Building (Left Side of Building), 
1601 N. Columbia Street, from 8:30 AM to 6:00 PM. 

The day of election is Tuesday, December 6, 2022 from 
7:00am to 7:00pm at assigned precincts only. There is 
no voting at the Government Building on election day. 

However, you can drop off your absentee ballot at the 
Government Building up until 7:00pm on Tuesday, 
December 6, 2022.
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Station 7 Fire Truck Installs New Foam System
There is a new inline foam eduction 
system on the fire truck at Baldwin 
County Station 7. This new addition to 
the truck is strategic, as Station 7 is 
located one mile from the airport. 

Jet fuel burns hotter than diesel, and it is 
considered a high-energy-density liquid, 
meaning it contains more energy per 
unit of volume than most other fuels and 
requires a thicker foam blanket 
application in order to extinguish a fire. 
The foam starves the fuel of oxygen.

 In addition to the foam on the truck, 
additional foam will also be stored at the 
airport.

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Get Your COVID and Flu Shots Today At The 
Baldwin County Health Department 

The Baldwin County Department of Public Health now offers COVID-19 vaccination as a regular, walk-in 
clinical service. Baldwin County DPH offers first, second and booster doses during their service hours. While 
no appointment is required to get your COVID-19 vaccine, you can schedule your COVID-19 vaccine by calling 
478-749-0179. Appointments can be made for first, second or booster doses.
 
Anyone age 6 months and older is eligible to receive COVID-19 vaccination in Georgia. NCHD offers the 
following COVID-19 vaccines:

- Pfizer:  Ages 12 years and up: 2-shot series with three weeks between shots. Ages 5 – 11 years: 2-shot series 
with three weeks between shots. Dosage is one-third the adult dosage. Ages 6 months – 4 years: 3-shot series. 
The first two shots spaced three weeks apart and followed by a third at least two months later. The dosage is one-
tenth the adult dosage.
- Moderna: Ages 12 years and up: 2-shot series with four weeks between shots. Ages 6 – 11 years: 2-shot series 
with four weeks between shots. Dosage is half the adult dosage. Ages 6 months – 5 years: 2-shot series with four 
weeks between shots. Dosage is one-quarter the adult dosage.
- Novavax: Ages 12 and up: 2-shot series with three weeks between shots.

Anyone under age 18 must be accompanied by a parent or guardian to receive vaccination.
 
Are You Protected from the flu? Influenza can lead to hospitalization and sometimes even death, and getting 
your flu shot every year can help you avoid getting sick. When more people get the flu shot, larger portions of 
the community are protected. That means more people stay safe and healthy. Make sure everyone in your family 
gets their flu shot!
